Annual Open Studios Event
We run the Hertfordshire Open Studios event every September for the benefit of our artists and the public. If you cannot open your own studio or work space, we can help you get together with artists similarly placed to show your work together and share resources. Entry forms for this event are sent out to members in February each year (deadline for entry 31st March). Details of your Open Studio will automatically appear on the website, as it does in the publicity brochure. 
Friends of Hertfordshire Open Studios - This is a group of mainly non-artists who support Open Studios. They pay us an annual subscription in order to be kept informed of any news about our artists, so that they can attend your shows, etc. and support you. The HVAF Website and Online Artists Directory

As a member you can choose to have your information included for free on the website members listing. Your name and address, telephone numbers, email address and main area of interest (e.g. Painter/Sculptor) can be included. The information available on the website is dictated by the privacy options you specify on your application form (i.e. show all details, withhold address or keep all data private). This is updated on a roughly monthly basis.

You also can purchase your own Gallery Web Page on the HVAF site. This involves a one-off fee and costs depend on the number of images and text you wish to add. The webpage will remain on the site for as long as you remain a member of HVAF, without any additional charge, unless you ask us to remove it or make amendments (e.g. adding or replacing images). This option enables you to put your own website address on letter headings or publicity material. Credit Card Facilities 
The HVAF also provide a credit card system giving you the opportunity to increase your sales at minimal cost. If you were to set up your own card system it would cost hundreds of pounds per year plus bank charges on each transaction. However, the HVAF system will cost you only £10 in the first year and a 10% charge on each transaction (5% to the Bank and 5% to the HVAF). This will get you your own imprinter (swipe) machine to take with you wherever you show or exhibit together with simple instructions, imprinting documents and glossy display cards.
